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IMPACT OF ACCIDENTAL EVENTS SUCH AS THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC ON
BLACK SEA TOURISM IN BULGARIA

Abstract: On a global scale, the tourism industry is a unique phenomenon. It accumulated over 1.5 billion
travels in 2019 globally and a growth of revenues of 4% since 2016. Accidental events create interruptions
and lead to changes on the global economic markets. These phenomena lead to changes and advantages in the
position of the competitor. According to the American economist M. Porter, accidental events have both a
political and an economical nature. The report the pandemic is viewed as an accidental phenomenon and the
consequences of it in tourism at the Black Sea region. The diversification is an opportunity for the appearance
of new economical subjects on the market. In a moment when the world is facing events it's not prepared for,
there is an unavoidable need of quick measures and adequate actions for creative and innovative actions. The
aim of the report is to present the need of a system for control and defense that is suggested by WHO in terms
of world tourism and those who participate in it. The analysis is intact with the World Economic Forum
(WEF) and RCI for the condition and the competitiveness of the Black Sea region in Bulgaria as a direct and
interested participant in the consequences of the accidental events.
